WARRANTY COVERAGE: Subject to the terms and conditions of this warranty, the defects covered under this warranty will be repaired or replaced (at manufacturer's sole option),
including costs of labor and material. All claims under this warranty must be made in writing to Amcraft within 30 days after the defect is discovered. All claims shall be
subject to independent verification by Amcraft that the claim is covered by this warranty and that all terms and conditions have been met.

A Warranty Period-Transferability. Except as noted in paragraph C of this section, this warranty wil remain in effect during your lifetime as long as you are the owner of the
Property. This warranty may be transferred once by you but only to the person(s) to whorn you sl or otherwise transfer the property (*Subsequent Owner'). The Subsequent
Owner may ot thereater transfer the warranty to any future owner of the property or any other person. This warranty shall only be valid with respect to the Subsequent
Owner if Amrait receives (1) a written notice of the transfer of the warranty within thirty (30) days of the transfer of the property, and (2) a completed Application for
Transfer of Warranty (which is attached to this warranty) that has been signed by both you and the Subsequent Owner. Upon proper transfer of the warranty to the
Subsequent Owner, the warranty shall be effective during the lifetime of the Subsequent Owner. Failure to register the attached Application for Transfer of Warranty shall
result in termination of this warranty and Amcrait shall have no further obligation under this warranty.
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THE EXPRESS WARRANTIES AND REPRESENTATIONS MADE IN THIS WARRANTY ARE MADE IN LIEU OF ANY AND ALL OTHER REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. THE REMEDIES SET FORTH HEREIN ARE YOUR
EXCLUSIVE REMEDIES FOR THE BREACH OF ANY REPRESENTATION OR WARRANTY REGARDING THE AMCRAFT PRODUCTS. YOUR SOLE REMEDY FOR BREACH OF THE REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES,

How To Care For Your Amcraft Solid Vinyl Siding

In most cases, rainfall may appear suffcient to keep your siding clean; however, dit will

accumulate under eaves, porches, awnings and overhangs that have little exposure to the

natural washing effect of rainfall.Please use the following recommendations for cleaning

your Amcraft siding:

1. Moderate Atmospheric Dit - An annual washing with clear water using a garden hose and
soft-brstled brush is recommended.

2. Heavy Industrial Atmospheric Dirt - Same as the manter indicated above but using the
following solution:

2) 1/3 cup detergent (Tide for example)
b) 2/3 cuptrisodium phosphate (Soilax for example)
o) 1 gallon water

3. Mildew Accumulation - Mildew can collect on surfaces of al types of building products
and is often evident on surfaces that have not been properly cared for and maintained.
Normally, mildew will appear as black spots. Mildew is easy to remove by using the
cleaning Solution above with the adition o sodium hypochlorite as follows:

2) 1/3 cup detergent (Tide for example)

b) 2/3 cup trisodium phosphate (Soilax fr example)

) 1 quart sodium hypochlorite 5% solution (Chlorox for example)
d)3 quarts water

4. Caulking Compounds, Tar and Similar Substances - Use mineral spirts In reasonable
amounts and apply directly to the foreign substances. Immediately after cleaning, rinse
the area thoraughly with water.

5. CAUTION: Do not exceed the recommended concentration of cleaners. To do so can cause
damage to the products' surface. Avoid skin and eye contact with the solution and in all
cases follow manufacturer's instruction for use of cleaning compounds and solutions.
Avoid use of abrasive type cleaners and strong solvents. Test any cleaner on an
inconspicuous area before applying to major areas. To minimize streaking, always clean
from the bottom to the top and follow with  rinsing of clear water. Excessive scrubbing is
unnecessary, can be harmful to the products and may cause undesirable glossy areas over
the finish.

Important fir safety information: Rigid vinyl siding is made from organic materials and
will melt or burn when exposed to a significant source of flame or heat. Building owners,
occupants and outside maintenance personnel should always take normal precations to
Keep sources of harsh chemicals and cleaners, fire, such as barbecues, and combustible
materials, such as dry leaves, mulch and trash, away from viny siding.
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
